This summer, once again, teams of our teenagers, young
adults, and chaperones will be headed out into the
mission field. For six years our kids have been traveling
to Washington DC, and two years ago our older teens
began expanding their visions of service by traveling to
Katrina devastated Louisiana. For many, this summer’s
ventures will be a continuation of a wonderful journey of
reaching out to help others, both physically and spiritually,
while they gain strength and confidence in their own faith
and relationship with God.

In Washington DC our kids work in soup kitchens,
homeless shelters, and daycare centers. In

Louisiana, they gutted houses in an effort to

expedite the rebuilding of homes and lives. In

both places, our kids visited with the local

residents, and helped to spread the good —
news that is Jesus Christ. Not only with daily

praise and worship, but by reaching out to
the community with compassion,
fellowship, and a sense of purpose -
helping those whose life circumstances
are of such a magnitude that it is

beyond their capability to repair alone.

In June a team will return to Washington, DC for a
seventh year. And in July, a team will be traveling to
Ensenada, Mexico where they will focus on presenting
the Gospel message across cultures, spending time
within the community and presenting children’s
programs. However, it is the desire of this team to also
go with the purpose of building a “Homes of Hope”
house. The homes cost $4,750 each, and are 16’ X 20’,
include a concrete slab, electrical wiring, interior
sheetrock, exterior siding, three windows and a

door. Currently, many families in this area make their
homes from garage doors and are living on less than
$4.25 a day.

Our kids are excited about sharing their faith in God
with those who are looking for hope. They are eager to
make a difference in someone’s life and want to build a
home for a family. Currently funds are being raised to
build the house, in addition to the $900 that it costs
each team member for transportation, room and board.
In addition to money generated from the “Duck Out”
dessert booth on Waterfowl Weekend and the Pancake
Supper, they have received some scholarship
money from within Christ Church to help offset
travel expenses. They still have money to raise
and are hoping to reach their goal of building a
——house. We ask that you keep them in your
\ prayers as they work toward this goal. In
the coming months, the mission teams will
be engaged in a variety of fund-raising
activities including a Spaghetti Dinner
and BINGO night on Friday, May 9th,
so please mark your calendars now!

When our kids work and pray for others,

they discover a powerful transformation in their own
life that happens when one joyfully shares the word of
God and the love of Christ. They view their work for
others as a visible affirmation of their own spiritual
journey and an extension of the mission and vision of
Christ Church. It is only with our help that our young
people can continue to provide mission work, gaining
confidence and satisfaction in the knowledge that they
can help to make a difference for someone.
