In making the decision to become a

Stephen Minister one might think it would be
nice to hear a lecture or have a lesson, or in some sense,
try it out first. However, on the other hand, that might lead
one to abdicate the primary reason for doing it, or anything
in your Christian ministry, i.e., take a step in pure faith that
you will commit yourself to something.

When | got rid of a lot of cluttering thoughts such as: Do |
have the time? At my age can | do it? Do | adequately
have something to impart to someone in need? And a
dozen other things that could become excuses for not
doing it, | found myself asking, what am |, a steady,
church-going Christian, doing? In retrospect | saw that |
was doing lots of small things, but | wasn't really
committed to be there for someone in need, and | knew
the need existed.

Stephen Ministry calls for a commitment to be there for
someone in need. This is not a casual relationship. It is a
true concern for someone and involves entering into a
relationship based on serving a need.

My commitment came out of something | remember writing
years ago: “I firmly believe that when someone has a

need, God is present, and when | respond to that person’s
need, God is present in me.” My long-time mentor (through
his writings), C.S. Lewis, probably says it best. “The whole
dance, or drama, or pattern of this life is to be played out
in each of us; or (putting it the other way round) each of us
has got to enter the pattern, take our place in the dance...if
you want joy, power, peace, eternal life, you must get
close to, even into that thing that has them. They are not
some sort of prize which God could, if he chose, just hand
to anyone. They are a great fountain of energy and beauty
spurting up in the very center of reality.”

Discovering this in Stephen Ministry is indeed to have
joined the dance.
