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Dear Christ Church Community, 
 
Welcome to the summer ï maybe not officially, or meteorologically, but     
summer none-the-less.  Memorial Day weekend has happened and summer is 
now here. 
 
Normally, I would want to give you a theological reflection to start off our 
newsletter but, Iôm about to make a change and I want everyone to know what 
the change is and my reasons for making it. 
 
We are blessed to have a parish prayer list that is used in our community. 
 
Did you know that every name on the prayer list is read aloud during our   
weekly healing service?  Thatôs right, every Wednesday, a dedicated group of 
us gather in the Nave at 10am to celebrate the Eucharist with additional prayers 
for healing, anointing with oil and with the laying on of hands.  It is a very 
powerful experience, and we are blessed to have it here at Christ Church.  If 
you are available on a Wednesday morning and could use the support of a    
loving community or want to offer your support to this loving community, 
please feel free to join us, we would be blessed by your company. 
 
One of the things that happens during that weekly service is the reading of the 

entire parish prayer list. This dedicated group of volunteers prays for everyone on the prayer list, by name, out 
loud, each week.  It is an intentional and powerful act of love and faith.  This is simply one of the many quiet 
ministries that happens here at Christ Church because of our love for each  other and our love for God. 
 
Not that long ago, I was at the Wednesday service, praying along with everyone else, listening to the names of 
our members who had asked for prayers ï and it hit me.  A person whom I had put on the prayer list, no longer 
needed specific prayers for healing.  Their remaining on the prayer list was an oversight on my part, nothing 
more than I simply forgot to make an update: something that could and does happen to anyone.  And that got 
me to thinkingé 
 
I canôt be the only person whom this happens to.  Right?  Was the name of the person whom I added to the 
prayer list the only name that was accidentally left on the list?  While not wanting to accuse anyone of        
anything ï if we are all honest, the answer is most likely ónoô.  I canôt be the only person in our community 
who has concerns for another soul, has asked the community to lift them up in prayer and then forgotten to 
remove that name from the prayer list after a few weeks or months.  Our prayer list is a public document 

So, beginning on July 1st, I am instructing our office staff to begin with a fresh prayer list 4 times a year.  
Annually, these re-starts will happen on January 1st; April 1st; July 1st and October 1sté once a quarter.  I 
want to make this abundantly clear ï the regular restarting of the prayer list is an administrative effort, not a 
theological statement.  We are not denying inclusion on the prayer list for anyone.  If you have a loved one 
whom you want to continue on the prayer list, after a re-start, simply call the parish office and request that 
they be added back onto the prayer list. 
 
It is my sincere hope that with the quarterly re-starts, our parish prayer list will be a more active and noticed 
part of our ministry to and with each other here at Christ Church.  Please, consider this to be an invitation to 
review the prayer list regularly; noticing our members and loved ones who need additional prayers.  And 
then, after offering prayers on their behalf, please reach out and connect with them personally.

Program. Grants through the Keep Maryland Beautiful program help volunteer-based, nonprofit groups,    
communities and land trusts in Maryland to support environmental education projects, litter removal, citizen   
stewardship and to protect natural resources in urban and rural areas. 

Combined, this partnership has provided more than a million dollars over the past three decades to nonprofits, 
schools, land trusts and volunteer-based programs that work to protect natural resources while enhancing the 
lives of Maryland citizens and generations to come. 

 

So if you have a green thumb, like installing rain barrels, and ripping out ivy and weeds, let me know. I would 
appreciate the help.

As many know a team of 5 from Christ Church Easton will be returning to 
the remote areas of Amazon Region of Peru to participate in an amazing mission 
emersion experience. The team members are Leader, Kelsey Spiker, Amy     
Walstrum, Sara Chapple, Anna Kate Leight, Faith Walstrum, and a sixth         
honorary member Rob Schenk. Rob became a great friend helping us translate 
and run clinics in 2023, He is meeting us at our layover in Lima, Peru (where he 
lives) to help us on mission again this year!  

Our trip is organized by a mission agency called Youth With a Mission (YWAM) 
and we will be serving in river villages of the Amazon Jungle. A major goal of 

the trip is to build relationships with local people and to share Godôs love with them through our lives and ac-
tions.  

One of the ways we will be accomplishing our goals will be through leading vision clinics and providing    
glasses and lenses to villagers who wouldnôt otherwise have access to vision resources. We will also be handing 
out hundreds of sunglasses to help fight eye disease that is prominent in the area, as they are so close to the 
equator. We have once again partnered with Global Vision 2020 (an Easton based non-profit) to provide these 
life-changing clinics and resources. This is continued work that  began in this region through Christ Church in 
2014, and we are thrilled to be able to keep up this life-changing work.  

We will work with local women who want to learn how to lead Childrenôs Ministries in their community. Many 
of the river villages have had schools and churches established in their communities in     recent years - which is 
VERY exciting! We will work with them to start their ministries and provide reusable resources for teaching 
and talking about God with kids.  

We will also be helping with a newly established and rapidly growing youth and children's ministry in Nauta. A 
few years ago the Nashington family felt called to take ministries for young people to the  riverside town of 
Nauta (which is where we set sail from to head to the villages). They followed that call and the fruits of their 
labor continue to produce! We will walk alongside them on our first day in Peru and lead worship and ministry 
to these students before heading out to the jungle.  

Whatever work God has in store, our team is ready and willing to be His hands and feet!!! 

We have worked hard through fundraising efforts to cover the cost of this trip over the past several months. 
With two months to go, we are seeking to raise $3,500.00. Our total fundraising goal for the team began at 
$22,175.00 which covers all parts of the trip and ministry work. The Spaghetti Dinner Silent Auction was a 
huge success and we are overwhelmed with gratitude by your support.  

We are currently seeking to establish a prayer team for our mission. A member of this team would be asked to 
pray over the team as they travel, the work that they on mission, the people they encounter, the relationships 
they build, that the Holy Spirit would be at work, and anything else that might be on your heart for this team 
and the mission. If you are interested, please contact me by phone or email. We also would love to accept and 
carry with us any prayers that you might like to send with the team. This had been a very meaningful and      
spiritual part of missions in the past.
